Who is it for?

You must be registered with a GP practice in Somerset and:

e Be aged 18-65 years

e Have had a diagnosis of Type 2 diabetes within the last 6 years

e Have a BMI over 27 kg/m2 (or over 25 kg/m2 if you are of Black, Asian or minority ethnic origin).
You also need to meet various other eligibility criteria and be willing to commit to the 12 month group
programme to be referred to the service.

How does it work? 100%
